Entry requirements:

· Applicants must be a minimum of 16 years of age upon application.  Please note that coaches that achieve this qualification who are below the age of 18 years of age are required to be directly supervised by a qualified coach who is over 18 years of age.
· Applicants must be in possession of:

· coaching insurance that provides at least the same level of cover as that provided by Cycling Ireland membership  (ie limit of indemnity is €10m for all damages to any claimant or all claimants in respect of any one claim or all claims arising from one original cause).

· Applicants will be required to obtain an Access NI (NI residents) or Garda enhanced Check (ROI residents) – on confirmation of acceptance of an application to attend a course, Cycling Ireland will provide the applicant with an application form.  The completed form should be returned to Cycling Ireland or Ulster for submission to the relevant authority.

Equity policy and support for candidates with specific needs:

Cycling Ireland endeavours to ensure all qualifications it delivers are open and accessible, and sufficiently flexible to enable the widest range of candidates to undertake and successfully complete the qualification.  Individual requests for specific support including the provision of the learning resources in alternative formats are welcomed and will be assessed on a case-by-case basis.  Cycling Ireland will work with the candidate, and other relevant people or organisations, to try and meet the candidates needs. Cancellation and amendment charges:

· Cancellations - if you wish to cancel your booking prior to attendance our cancellation policy is as follows:
· Up to two weeks before the course - Cycling Ireland will provide a full refund within 30 days.
· Less than two weeks before the course - a refund will be given minus an administration fee of €30.
· Cancellations - if you wish to cancel your attendance on day 2, following your attendance on day 1, our cancellation policy is as follows - We are not able to provide a refund or carry a credit forward, this is because we are not able to re-distribute part of a course to another candidate and we will have incurred the majority of course costs. 
· Amendments - it is preferable that you attend both days at one venue.  However, if we are able to offer availability for you to attend the course at more than one venue an administration fee of €15 per change will be charged.
